Treasurerõs Report 

Well ladies and gentlemen, if you can remember I was 
standing here last year congratulating you for the 
fantastic year we had. We had sent £4,000 to 
research last year which is brilliant for such a small 
branch. I did say I was apprehensive about 2010 with 
the financial climate. I was a little unsure about how 
last year was going to pan out. I neednõt have 
worried, we had a brilliant year! In the first week of 
January, we had a cheque for £750 from some 
people who have a mobile home park in Ironbridge. 
Then we had the usual way of receiving money 
through donations from funerals. We did our store 
collections that brings in a lot of money. Pat banks 
nearly £25 every month for a branch raffle. 
£25 over the year adds up to Ã250. Itõs the little 
amounts that mount up and help us to raise in 
donations of £5,140 which meant for the first time 
in this branch which has been running for 32 years, 
we have been able to send £5,000 to Diabetes UK 
Research. When I wrote out that cheque I had a little 
quiet moment, this is brilliant. It has been an up and 
downer year as in the first part of the year we lost 
our dear friend Terry. In your memory Terry we 
raised £5,000 and sent it to research in memory 
of you. I wonder if we can beat £5,000 this year. 
In nearly 2 years we have raised nearly £10,000. 
I am not holding out any hopes but I hope we can get 
further this year. To all of you, because you have 
all played a great part in making this possible, 
thank you.
